[bookmark: _GoBack]	The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Council President Ken Rehling.  Council Members present were Jim Staiger, Jesse Zuroff, Steven Dittus, Chester Brandt, and Harvey Tibor.  Also present City Supervisor Jim Raaf, Jane Brandt, Building Inspector Joe Reinbold, City Attorney Scott Solem, and Deputy Auditor Erin Brink.  Visitors present were JoAnn Schantz, Michelle Slaughter, AE2S Engineers; Kyle Manning and Adam Isakson.  Not present was Mayor Grant Walth and City Auditor Vanessa Reim.  
	Minutes for the March 9th regular council meeting were not approved so that corrections to the minutes can be made.
	March Vouchers were approved.  Brandt/Dittus MCU.
	Building Inspector Reinbold reported one building permit and one permit renewal.  There is a question on the renewal pertaining to the fee, upon return of the Auditor a correction, if needed, will be made to this permit. 
	Police report was read but no officer was present at this time.
	Delinquent water bill:  Gary &Ell Bowan, Thomas Myron, Rodney McCaffery, Chad Stern, and Don Foster will receive door tags.
	City Attorney Solem stated there are two court cases that have been rescheduled for May and June.  Solem also stated that upon review of the lease agreement for WRT, he has included some provisions and will then return to WRT for their review and approval.  There was a dog complaint and Attorney Solem states that if this is a first offense a letter will be sent to the owner.
	AE2S Engineers Adam Isakson and Kyle Manning presented the building permit schedule from the City of Richardton, which will be reviewed.  Kyle Manning presented a proposal outline for the dredging project for the city lagoon.  The outline highlighted costs for the three options proposed and also where funding may be available.  The question of why the previous city engineers had quoted a much lower cost for dredging the lagoon was asked by council.  The engineers stated that they would be very interested is acquiring the plans from our previous engineers and would be willing to review and take anything into consideration.   Mr. Manning stated that what was presented in the proposal was from a contractor that is used frequently by AE2S and is just a quote.  The engineers are to send out solicitation letters to the proper agencies and will begin the process of loan application for the lagoon project.   A motion was made to approve the solicitation letters and begin the process of the loan application.  Tibor/Brandt MCU
	Visitors present where JoAnn Schantz and Michelle Slaughter who were there to request the rental fee for the Community Center be waived for the Diane Berger Benefit.  The deposit has been paid and will be returned upon satisfactory clean up and no damage.  Motion was made to accept waiving the rental fee.  Tibor/Staiger MCU
	City Supervisor Jim Raaf informed council that there is a water leak by the Library that will need to be fixed.  Unfortunately, the line is in close proximity to the large tree and there is a chance roots may be damaged.
The city’s old garbage truck has been sold for $8000.  Motion was made to approve sale.  Brandt/Tibor MCU.  
The security system for the Community Center was discussed and tabled for a later date.
City wide clean-up will be held May 4th through the 9th, with the landfill open the entire week, and pick up will be held Wednesday the 6th for those residents who have large items.  Residents can also call the city office and request items be picked up.
	A donation of $5000 was given to the Hebron Public Library on behalf of Robert Wright.  The $5000 was used to cover the library deficit and will be returned by the city for use by the Library.  Motion was made to return $5000 donation. Brandt/Staiger MCU
The city would also like to transfer a credit and Southwest Business Machines to the Library on order to assist in the purchase of new office equipment.  Motion was made to transfer $759 credit to the Hebron Public Library.  Brandt/Staiger MCU
Discussion was held on the condition of the windows on the south side of the Hebron Clinic Building were A Cut Up salon is located along with the Library.  Motion was made to replace the old windows.  Tibor/Dittus MCU
	The garbage rates were discussed and will be researched.  The commercial rate for garbage has been increased and the residential rate will be looked at to determine if a raise is needed. 	
	The bid received from Miles Bainter owner of Hebron Asphalt, for crack sealing was reviewed.  Cost for the crack sealing is $6500.  Motion was made to accept the bid.  Staiger/Tibor MCU
	Liquor Transfer was approved. Staiger/Tibor MCU
